The scholarships follow the format of the INDEX International
scholarships previously offered by Dr. Chainarong in 2017. The
scholarships are available to Thai nationals, and they carry a bond
requiring recipients to serve with INDEX International for a period of
48 months after the completion of their studies. One scholarship each
goes to the School of Engineering and Technology (SET), the School of
Environment, Resources, and Development (SERD), and the School of
Management (SOM).

AIT’s Geoinformatics Center (GIC) has taken the lead in providing
emergency maps following the floods that hit Indonesia's easternmost
province of West Papua. Torrential rains caused widespread flash
flooding and triggered landslides affecting mountainside villages.
Initial estimates placed the number of those killed at over 100, with
the worst landslides occurring in the city of Jayapura. GIC is the
project manager following the activation of the Disaster Charter.

A team of three students from AIT won the 2019 International Day of
Forests (2019 IDF) debate organized by the Food and Agriculture Organization
of the United Nations on 21 March 2019. 

The AIT team of Sarathanjali Manoharan, Pimolporn Jintarith, and Megha
Bajaj, who debated the topic “Providing young people with equal
opportunities to study forestry will help reduce inequalities in the
world,” emerged as winners of the event, which was co-organized by the
FAO, the Center for People and Forests (RECOFTC), and United Nations
Environment. 

Beside winning the contest, Sarathanjali Manoharan was also adjudged
best debater. All three team members are currently studying in the
Natural Resources Management (NRM) program in AIT’s School of
Environment, Resources, and Development (SERD). Like all AIT teams, the
panel is highly international in its composition; while Sarathanjali is
from Sri Lanka, Pimolporn is from Thailand, and Megha is from Nepal. 

 


Student Research Showcased at Exhibition
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An exhibition of research posters prepared by AIT students was organized
alongside the AIT Career Fair showcasing a record 31 research exhibits.
The best poster award was won by Wachiranon Chuenchart of Environmental
Engineering and Management, followed by Tina Rodvong of School of
Management (second prize), while the third prize was shared by Gautam
Dadhich of Remote Sensing and Geographical Information Systems, Anuja
Dahal of Food Engineering and Bioprocess Technology, and Apantri
Peungnumsai of Remote Sensing and Geographical Information Systems. 

 

The exhibition displayed a wide variety of research ranging from
engineering and environment to management. Tina Rodvong’s research
explores marketing strategies for improving electrical vehicle sales in
Thailand using Means-End Analysis. Gautam Dadhich studies the
assessment of farm level land suitability for agricultural crops using
geomatics, while Anuja focuses on formulation optimization and effects
of hydrocolloids for developing maize- and millet-based gluten-free
noodles. Finally, Apantri’s research focuses on taxi zoning analysis
using large-scale probe data in metropolitan Bangkok.
