   On 19 March 2021, two separate Professional Development sessions were held at AITIS,
one for the teachers and the other for the Pre-kindergarten assistant teachers and
teacher aides. 
     The Pre-Kindergarten session was led by Khun Janya, Grade 1 Assistant Teacher. The
participants were taught simple craftwork using recycled materials and simple drawings.
They drew simple pictures of flowers and a variety of objects and animals using numbers.
The craftwork included making caterpillars using empty egg cartons and plastic bottle
caps. This fun session provided interesting tips for the assistants which they could use in
their classrooms.

   The Teacher’s Session was based on the  “21CLHK Online: Reimagining Learning
Conference” held from 18-30 January 2021. All the teachers were provided access to the
various presentations of this online conference. Based on the presentations attended by
teachers they were divided into smaller groups consisting of three to five members.
