Quiz, organised by and held at the Nan Hua High School. Besides the competition, participating students were involved
in an exhibition and games as part of the day’s activities.

Highlights were their various collaborations with NGOs in
Singapore and the use of SMART devices in their buildings such as dimmer switches for lights.

As the final part of the day’s agenda, Guest of Honour Dr. Toh Tai Chong, also from the National University of Singapore
presented a host of trophies to the enthusiastic winners of the quiz.

It was a very special morning spent in hopes of inspiring Singapore’s youth and educating them about the environment.
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
